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D14 - Mountain Man Biography Poster / Presentation Project (50 pts — Due D16)

presentation about him (up to 2 people / person researched). Here is the list you may choose from:

Now, as you consider picking a Mountain Man to research and “posterize” / present about, make sure that
you answer the following somewhere on your final product:

o Where & when was this person born? Where did they live growing up? (country, city, county, etc...)
o What was their early family life like? (parent's job's, finances, etc.)

e Describe their experiences (education, jobs, etc.) & background, both in & outside of Utah

e Did this person work for a major trapping company? Explain.

e Describe relationships experienced by this person. (marriage, children, friends, etc...)

e Share any additional interesting / noteworthy info you learned.

Make sure to check the backside for all other details on grading. You will be presenting your poster, so be
ready to speak for roughly 1 minute, and answer any questions. Also, do not forget to source your info
