D2 Early Latter-Day Saint Settlement Presentation / Website Mini-PBL Project
(100 pts; Draft: D4 Final Due: D5)

As discussed in class, there was a pattern that many LDS / Mormon settlements followed both in and
outside Utah. For this assignment, you’ll be researching an older (established before 1900), small (pop.
25,000 or less) Utah town of your choice online. Then you’ll be creating either a website or presentation
about that specific smaller, older Utah town that seems to fit (or not) this model (up to 3 people per poster
/ town). As you prepare to make your poster / presentation, make sure that you answer the following:

e What does the town look like today? Where is it? (Size, area, map, etc.)

e When was it settled? What brought people to this area? (history, etc.)

e How well does it fit (or not) the “Mormon / LDS Settlement Mold”? This includes:

Streets on a grid pattern, extra wide, with ~4 acre blocks

Irrigation ditches running along many roads (some are now covered / underground)
Public square areas in the center of town, with parks, public buildings, etc.

Farmlands around the outer part of town, with poplar trees as shade (some are still around)
e How has it changed, or is it mostly the same as ~150 years ago? Why?

e Does it have any celebrations to remember its history / heritage? Explain!

e Share any additional interesting / noteworthy info you learned.

Make sure to check the backside for all other details on grading. You will be presenting your project, so be
ready to speak for roughly 1 minute, and answer any questions. Also, do not forget to source your info
(put on the backside, in the slideshow, or on a separate paper, etc.). Poster can be larger than 8.5 x 11, but
it doesn’t need to be. Good luck! (Due: D5, end of next week)

Other Important Details:

Use at least one picture per slide, to keep it interesting. Make sure to cite all pictures / info too!

Use bullet points for every 2-3 sentences of information. Keeps it organized in easy to digest chunks
e Answer potential questions people may have (at least 7 for full credit)

Make sure that whatever opinion you take, that you defend it well, with at least 3 key reasons for
your opinion / decision
